i) The Employer shall have power to make a ny  alterations or
additions to the stipulated specifications, drawing S,
designs, and instructions that may appeal to him to be
necessary or, advisable during the progress of the work and

5.2.5. WORKS SUBJECT TO APPROVAL OF ARCHITECT

(i) All works to be executed under the contract sh all be
subject the approval of the Architect who in consul tation
with the EMPLOYER (BANK) shall be entitled to direc t at
what point or points and in what manner they are to be

commenced and from time to time carried on.

i) URGENT REPAIRS AND URGENT WORKS

If by reason of any accident or fail ure or other event
occurring to or in connection with the work or any part
thereof either the period of Guarantee, any remedia | or
other work or repair shall in the opinion of Arch itect/
Bank's Engg. be urgently necessary for security a nd the
contractor is unable or unwillingly at one to do such
work or repair, the Employer may on its own get the
work done remedied/repaired as the Bank’s Engine er may
consider necessary. If the work or repair so done b y the
Employer is such which, in the opinion of the Archi tect
the contractor was liable to do at his own expense under

the contract, all costs and charges incurred by the
Employer in doing so shall on demand be paid by the

contractor to the Employer or may be deducted by th e
Employer from any money due or which may become due to the

contractor.

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5.3 ARCHITECTS STATUS AND DECISIONS

ix) The contractor shall provide ever y thing  necessary

for the proper execution of the work.

x) Provided that any action under th e above clauses is

subject to approval of the Employer, if the
variations has any financial implications.
c) DISMISSAL:

The contractor shall on the report o f the Architects
immediately dismiss from the works within 24 hours any
person employed thereof by him, who may, in the opi nion of

5.7 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENTS:

far as admissible, if possible before the expiry of 15 days
from the presentation of the bill.

5.7.3. CLAIM FOR INTEREST:

No claim for interest will be entertained b y the Employer

with respect to any moneys or balances whic h may be in its hands
owing to a dispute between itself and the contract or or with
respect of any delay on the part of the Employer in making or

final payments or otherwise.

5.7.4. RATES FOR EXTRA ADDITIONAL, ALTERED OR SUBS TITUTED WORK:

The rates for additional, altered or substi tuted work shall be
worked out in accordance with the following provis ions in their
respective order.

i) If the rates for similar additional , altered or
substituted work are directly available in the contract for

the work, the contractor is bound to carry for the work at
the same rates as are available in the contract for the work.

i) If the rates for additional, altered or substituted
work are not directly available in the contract for the work
the rates will be derived from the rates for a si milar
class of work as are specified in the contract for the work.

iii) If the rates for the altered, additional or substituted work
cannot be determined in the manner specified in su b-clause
(i) to (ii) above, then the contractor shall within 3 days of
the date of receipt of order to carry out the work , inform
the Architect of the rate or rates claimed. Rates f inalised
and approved by the Architect on the basis of these details
will be final and binding. However the Architect by notice in
writing will be liberty to cancel his order to exec ute such
work and arrange to carry it out in such a manner a s he may
deem advisable. But under no circum stances  shall
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the contractor suspend the work once ordered in wri ting on
the plea of non-settlement of rates.

5.7.5 REIMBURSEMENT OF VARIATIONS IN PRICE:

Prices and rates quoted by the bidders shall be
considered as firm for the complete work and entir e duration of
the contract. No claim for extra payment due to an y rise in rates
of raw material and labour or due to whatsoever reasons, shall

be considered.

5.8 GUARANTEES:

The contractor shall guarantee that the materials and
workmanship are the best of their respective kinds for the
service intended and that all items of work will be free from
all inherent defects in workmanship and materials. He shall
also guarantee that the works will not fail in any respect due to
quality of materials, workmanship and methods of co nstruction.

The specification assumes a proper degree of skill on the part of
contractor and workmen employed. The contractor Shall
consult the Architect or his representative, whenev er in his
judgement variation in the methods of construction or in the
quality of material would be beneficial or necessar y to fulfil the
guarantee called for.

contractor only when authorised by the Architect.

5.8.2 REJECTION:

5.8.3 COST OF EXECUTION OF WORK OR REPAIR ETC:
